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Analysis of Basic Concepts in Pedagogy

Abstract: Pedagogy, which studies educational theory, is complicated and many concepts are
vague, and so far there is no complete theoretical system. Looking at ancient classics in China, it
seems that the word education is not found. The understanding and application of the concepts of
education, cultivation and teaching in China are different from those in the Soviet Union. The basic
concepts in pedagogy in China and how to explain them are quite different, and there is no unified
understanding. In order to establish a Chinese-style educational theoretical system, it is necessary
to abstract several basic concepts in pedagogy.
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
